Homework 

A homework assignment may be given nightly. Homework assignments may also be in the form of am online assignment or quiz.  These are diagnostic homework quizzes that enable the developmentr of intervention strategies on a daily basis. *   Other homework will be either checked in class or collected periodically.  Homework will be neat, orderly, and legible. 
* Due to the diagnostic nature of the online assignments, student homework scores may be low for the initial part of any given quarter until a consolidated “correction quiz” is developed to replace those lower scores. 
Notebook:

The notebook will be divided into four separate sections: Section 1: Homework, Section 2: Notes,                        Section 3: Class work,   Section 4:  Projects

The notebook will be assessed at least once during each quarter; the grade will be applied toward the participation portion of the quarter grade.
The notebook will be neat, orderly, and legible again, if I cannot read it I cannot grade it! 

Make-up Work and Assessments: 
When a one-day excused absence occurs, any missed test or quiz will be taken within two days of return.  For extended absences, missed work must be completed within 5 school days.
It is the responsibility of each student to seek out all missed class notes from their fellow students and obtain all missed homework assignments from the teacher.

Participation:

Each day I will mark down whether or not students had participated in class. Participation includes answering a question, volunteering for board work, and taking notes etc.  Lack of participation will have a negative impact on the student’s homework/participation grade.  This includes lack of preparedness and coming to class without proper tools and materials.
Extra Help:
Students need to make an appointment with me to stay after school.  I have other responsibilities right after school on some days, but arrangements can be made.  Please do not wait until the last minute to ask for help, I will need some notice.
